AB540 
 

Signed into law October 12, 
2001, authorizes any students, 

including undocumented 
students, who meet the following 
criteria to pay in-state tuition at 
California's public colleges and 

universities. 
 

AB131 
 

Signed into law Oct. 8, 2011, authorizes 
AB540 students to apply for Board of 

Governor's Fee Waiver and Cal Grants  
Effective January 1, 2013 

 

AB130 
 

Signed into law July 25, 2011, authorizes 
AB540 students to apply to for privately 

funded scholarships given out by a 
California public college/university.  

Effective January 1, 2012
