· Request a copy of your transcript to complete your application.  Courses being taken in fall semester are “In progress”

· Ask your counselor and a teacher(s) if they would write a recommendation letter for your application.  If so, submit a “Common Applicant Recommendation Packet” to the college center and a copy of your completed brag sheet to your teacher.  Ask both for their email address to input them in your application so they may write the recommendation.

· Ask your academic counselor about what courses you will take for spring semester so you can include them in your application as “planned”

· Begin the admissions application.  Deadlines vary so check each school’s website for deadlines.  Make sure to check with each school if there are supplemental forms that also must be completed.  Submit your application two weeks before the deadline so your counselor and teacher can submit recommendations on time!
· VERIFY IMMEDIATELY that your counselor and teacher recommenders have received an email from the common application so they may complete the recommendation!!!

· Begin completing and submitting admissions application to more than one school you would like to attend by mid-March.  Submit an application to more than one community college.  You will be accepted if you are 18 and over and/or a high school graduate.  Some schools open their application in May.  Check with each school as to when it will accept applications for the fall.

· Our CEEB School Code is: 053998

· Apply to EOP&S at the school to which you will attend.  If accepted to EOP&S, it provides counseling, academic support services, and sometimes extra $ for books.  Do this immediately after being accepted in person at the EOP&S office.

· Submit your Cal Grant Verification Form to the College Center by February 15th.

· Complete your FAFSA by March 2nd!

· Complete the Board Of Governors’ (BOG) Fee Waiver at the Financial Aid office of your college immediately after submitting your FAFSA

· Apply to the school’s available scholarships (if applicable)

· Make an appointment to see a counselor at your future college to map out your education plan

· If you plan on transferring, visit the transfer center at your campus ASAP and before registering for classes to talk about transferring to the college of your choice

· Register for the EARLIEST English and Math placement test dates ASAP after being admitted!  Test scores from one school may not be accepted at another.

· Review your financial aid award letter

· Register for classes at your online appointment day and time…DO NOT WAIT!!!

· Register early for the earliest Orientation date possible (if applicable)

· If you are planning on transferring, make sure your Cal Grant is put on hold until you transfer.  Talk to the financial aid if it is not on hold.  Do not use it while in community college.  You will want to keep your four years of eligibility for when you are transferred to the four-year institution of your choice.

· Be prepared to provide proof of graduation from high school
