SENIOR YEAR CALENDAR

FOR THE COLLEGE APPLICATION PROCESS

Summer

· Request information from every school you might be interested in attending.

· Make the list of schools you plan to apply to for admission. 

· Make sure you have requested an application from each school on your list or gather on-line application websites.

· For paper applications, make a copy to use as a rough draft.
· Complete your Master List of Colleges.

· Make a list of the essay topics for each school.

· Complete your Teacher Recommendation Checklist.

· Complete your Brag Sheet.

· Student athletes must complete the NCAA Clearinghouse Form.

September/October

· College Peer Counselor will give you informative handouts; keep them in a Folder. 

· Use UC Pathways and CSU Mentor to apply online and gather info.

· Contact each teacher on your Teacher Recommendation List and give them your complete letter of recommendation packet.

· Complete the college application in order of their due dates. 
· Write your college essays and have at least one adult proofread it. 

· Begin to get your letters of recommendation package ready for Mrs. Golden / Mrs. Kao. Be sure you follow ALL their directions and meet the correct deadlines.  

· Complete your transcript request form. Pay for the transcripts at the Student Store and turn it in to Ms. Taylor in the counseling office with your payment and the stamped addressed envelopes. 

· Check with College Board to make sure all your SAT and/or ACT scores and AP Scores have been sent to each college you’re applying to. It is your responsibility to request scores be sent and fees are paid. King/Drew does not send SAT/ACT/AP Scores to colleges. YOU MUST!!!
· Study, Study, Study!

November

· Complete writing your essays. 

· Complete your UC and CSU applications before November 30.
· November 15th is the deadline for giving letter of recommendation information to Mrs. Kao or Mrs. Golden. 

· Begin to check scholarship information and deadlines. 

December

· Fill out FAFSA practice worksheet which will be available online in November.

· Complete all other applications. (Private and out-of-state schools)

· Call each school to see that your application file is complete.

· Write thank you notes to each teacher who completed letters of recommendation for you.

· Begin to gather all the information for your financial aid forms. 

· Have a good holiday!

January 

· Be sure to complete all applications. 

· You may file your completed FAFSA after January 1st. 

· Continue to check that all your applications are complete.

· Give mid-year reports to either Mrs. Kao or Mrs. Golden. This must be done two weeks prior to the college’s deadline. 

· Mail any additional information requested by a school. 

· Study for your finals. Senior grades matter!
February/March

· Complete all financial aid forms.

· Follow up on any scholarships you might be interested in.

· Be sure all your applications are complete. 

March/April

· Visit schools that have accepted you.
· Stay in touch with the financial office at the school you plan to attend. 

· Make your decision on what school you want to attend.
May 

· By May 1st you must notify the one school you want to attend.

· Complete Intent to Register forms and make registration deposit. The housing deposit might be due at this time also. 

· Take your AP Exams.

· Continue to attend classes; you must maintain your GPA. If your GPA drops and/or you drop a class you listed it in your application, the college has the right to rescind your offer of admission if you have not notified them of your class change or decrease in GPA. 

June

· Seniors must pay all obligations listed in the Student Store.

· Request your final transcript to be sent to the college you plan to attend. It is your responsibility to make this request.

· Student athletes must request a final transcript to be sent to the NCAA.
